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5. The Supreme Court eventually concluded that information relating to a third party cannot be
provided as it would amount to invasion of the privacy of the individual. Similarly. if copy of the

DPC proceedings are supplied it will invade the privacy of persons whose ACRs would be
disclosed to the information seeker. therefore, the procedure outlined under section 11(1) of the
RTI Act is to be followed, as the same cannot be dispensed with. If the said parties, whose ACRs
have been considered by the DPC. agree and accord consent for supplying the information, the

information may be supplied. but if even one of the candidate fallen within the zone of

consideration refuses to accord consent. entire DPC proceedings cannot be supplied unless the
Commission, for good reasons, overrules the objection.

6 In view of foregoing the impugned crders passed by the Commission in both the writ petitions
are set aside and both the matters are remitted back to the Commission to follow the mandatory
provision outlined under section 11(1) of the RTI Act and thereafier, pass the final order after
seeking ccnsent of all the parties whose ACRs are contained in the DPC proceadings.
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
